Dear Parishioners,

We conclude the Easter season with the Solemnity
of Pentecost. Pentecost is the fulfillment of Christ's
promise to his disciples. The disciples will not be
abandoned. God will send his Spirit to be with them
always. No longer will the disciples of Jesus live in fear,
and no longer will they be behind locked doors. On the day
of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit will come upon the disciples of
Jesus in a dynamic and dramatic way and anoint them.
They will fully receive the power and presence of the Holy
Spirit. In receiving the Spirit of God, the disciples are
transformed. Now they are Apostles.

Commissioned by Jesus with his power and
authority and filled with the Holy Spirit, the Apostles are
sent forth to proclaim the Good News. They are
empowered to baptize and to proclaim to all nations Christ
has died, Christ is risen, and Christ will come again. The
Apostles are living witnesses of all that Jesus said and did.
They are to carry on his mission and ministry, and they are
to do all things in the name of Jesus Christ. Basically, the
Apostles will share their faith in Jesus in a very personal
way with everyone.

What we have received as Catholics has been
passed down from one faith generation to the next. As
Catholics, we are obligated to hand down the gift of faith to
our family members. We have a Tradition that is too good
to be kept to ourselves. Something this good is meant to
be shared. Faith is our Christian heirloom that is to be
passed on to the next generation. This is how we are
living witnesses to the life of Christ as well.
