Change is happening all around us. Summer is
gone. Winter is here. Daylight is not as long. Leaves
have changed color and have fallen.

In order to grow spiritually, we are challenged
to accept and embrace change. If we are honest with
ourselves, there are many things that we need to
change for the better. Are there attitudes, beliefs,
values, and behaviors that need an overhaul? These
things affect our relationship with God and with one
another. The quality of our relationship with God and
with the people in our lives needs to be examined
truthfully. There is no time to waste. The new liturgical
year commands that we renew our faith and
commitment to be good and decent human beings and
better living witnesses to all that Jesus taught. Itis a
step by step process taken one day at a time. As long
as we are willing and open to change, we will emerge

On Dec. 3, we remember St. Francis
Xavier, who died in 1552 as a Jesuit missionary to the Far
