Sixth Sunday of Easter
Dear Friends:

It is still not quite warm enough to sit outside on our
deck so here we are relaxing in our living room.
Sipping our tea, we share today’s readings. We
note that all three make reference to the Holy Spirit.
In the first reading, Peter and John were sent to
Samaria to pray that those who had accepted the
word of God would receive the Holy Spirit. They laid
hands on them and the Spirit came to dwell within
them.

In the second reading, Peter tells us, “Christ
suffered for sins once...that He might lead you to
God. Put to death in the flesh, He was brought to
life in the Spirit.” In the gospel, Jesus says to us, “if
you love Me, you will keep My commandments. And
I will ask the Father, and He will give you another
Advocate to be with you always, the Spirit of truth,
Whom the world cannot accept...He remains with
you, and will be in you.”

It seems to us that the Holy Spirit is the least
understood of the Three Persons of the Blessed
Trinity, yet it is He Who lives within us, instructs,
inspires and guides us each moment of every day.
We pray to our Father and to Jesus, but how often
do we call upon our Advocate? Do we seek His
wisdom when we are about to make a serious
decision or change in our life? Do we call out to
Him when troubles overwhelm us and we don’t
know where to turn?

Jesus says, “I will not leave you orphans.” Through
our Baptism, Our Father has given us the Holy Spirit
to become one with us. He is our very breath...the
song that gladdens our heart...the joy that bubbles
up inside of us...the love that brings tears to our
eyes and draws us to one another. He is our peace.
It is He Who strengthens our faith. He is our hope.
He is that persistent thought urging us to reach out
and help someone who needs us. All the good
within us comes from the indwelling of the Holy
Spirit, and so we pray:

“Spirit of the Living God, fall afresh on us.
Melt us. Mold us. Fill us. Use us.
Spirit of the Living God, fall afresh on us.”

\iving the Liturgy

The Power of God

Thefirst reading speaks of Samaritans amazingly
accepting the word of God, being baptized and receiving the Holy
Spirit. You'll remember from the story of the Woman at the Well
that Jews looked down on Samaritans and that the two
communities had nothing to do with each other. And here the
Samaritans are, open to preaching from one whose community
despises them!

The second reading has an apt word for us: “Always be
ready to give an explanation to anyone who asks you for areason
for your hope.” Peter’s community is facing persecution and
imprisonment, yet he counsels testimony to those opposed to one's
faith. We might need to think about how we can have hope in
these days of major food shortages, globa warming, economic
recession, and negative campaigning. Y et there are so many
positive efforts being made by individuals, non-profits and
corporations, even Macy’sl We need to look for the evidence, but
concern for the common good is everywhere.

The gospel again has Jesus speaking of his relationship
with the Father. In this passage, the Spirit is mentioned and called
an “Advocate.” John Boll, OP explains that the word means
“called to the side of.” So the Spirit will literally stand by our side,
will remain with us and will continue Jesus’ work through us. This
intimate relationship which we have with our God is sometimes
called the indwelling of the Trinity —what an awesome notion
—God dwelling within us!

Through the Spirit, we also have the power to stand with
those who need an advocate. Regardless of our opinion about the
Iraq war, those made refugees by it surely need our help. Asof
February 2008, the UN High Commissioner for Refugees estimates
that more than 4 million Iragis have left their homes: 2.2 million
have fled to neighboring states, with 1.5 million in Syria, 700,000
in Jordan and 50,000 in Lebanon; therest are IDP's, internally
displaced persons, dislocated because of sectarian fighting. We
can be proud of Catholic Relief Serviceswho are doing their best
to help. Many of these refugees have fled because they have been
targeted due to their helping the coalition forces as drivers or
trandators. Asof Feb. I, only 1,376 Iragis out of promised quota
of 12,000 have been admitted to the United States. Part of the
Foreign Operations appropriations bill each year isthe Migration
and Refugee Assistance Account (MRA). The processing of
refugees for admission to the U.S. and initial resettlement expenses
come from this account. The president’s current budget proposal
includes a $250 million cut to the MRA. Please tell your
legidators to support full funding of thisaccount. To seealist of
House members on the Appropriations committee, please go to
www.appropriations.house.gov/members.
